As most handbell ensembles exist as a component of
church sponsored music programs, most handbell music
is of a sacred nature. As an independent organization,
TRR performances give audiences a rare opportunity to

experience a secular handbell repertoire.

The mission of the Three Rivers Ringers (TRR) is to advance the art of handbells gnd

to educate the tri-state area (Western Pennsylvania, Northern West Virginia, and
Eastern Ohio) through performance at the highest artistic level and through educational
programming for handbell musicians. We are available to give concerts throughout the
fri-state area and offer educational programs for ringers and directors.

Since its debut in December 2010, over 500
people have experienced Three Rivers Ringers

in concert. We have received countless acts of
in-kind support and donations. These contributions
are our sole source of funding, and as a public
charity under Section 501(c)3, all donations to
Three Rivers Ringers are tax-deductible.

We play with 96 individual handbells, and

73 individual handchimes (or 169 individual
instruments). Some ringers have to handle up to
eight bells /chimes in a given piece, or up fo three
bells in each hand af the same time. Each bell
can be played at least 19 different ways using
different techniques, not even counting dynamics!
